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County, City, Village, & Township Library Law Rewrite

In October 2009, the Cooperative Directors Association discussed the need to update the City, Village, and Town-
ship Libraries Act 164 of 1877 MCL 397.201 and County Libraries Act 138 of 1917 MCL 397.301. PA 164 and Act 138
have not been significantly changed since the time they were adopted over 100 years ago. As a result, these laws required
updating and clarification to reflect changes in Michigan laws and the current needs of libraries. A committee was formed
which included the State Librarian, several cooperative directors, two public librarians, and attorney Anne Seurynck (Foster
Swift, Collins, & Smith P.C) to review and update the county library law.

The goal of the committee was to amend the County Library Act to reflect necessary changes in Michigan laws and
to clarify ambiguous language that has led to misunderstanding and, in some cases, legal action initiated either by county
units or county | ibrary boards. The amena/ment talesd iflrarmriyf
authority and its relationship with the county unit of government.

The primary sections of the county library law are:

Procedures of county library establishment, contracts for services

Library board member appointments, terms, vacancy, expansion of the board
Millage authorization, renewals, or increases

Disbursement of library funds

Powers of the library board

Contract for use of existing library

Contract for service
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The proposed revisions to PA 138 have been sent to county libraries for review. A phone conference is scheduled
for June 24" to explain the proposed changes. After agreement of the changes, it will be forwarded to MLA for support.

The committee is just starting work on PA 164 City, Village, and Township Libraries. The committee will be
enlarged to accommodate participants from city, village and township libraries. When the draft rewrite is completed it too
will be sent to all of the city, village, and township libraries for review and then to MLA for support. PA 138 and 164 pro-
posals will be reviewed and discussed at the MLA annual conference on Wednesday, November 10", 3:00pm i 4:00pm.

New Library Director Requirements as of October 1, 2009

PART 4. PUBLIC LIBRARY REQUIREMENTS BASED ON CLASS SIZE

Rule 41.

(3)A class 1 public library shall employ a director possessing at least a level 4 certificate. The director shall complete be-
ginning director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment.

This subrule does not apply to a director who has completed beginning director training prior to his or her appointment as a
director.

Rule 42.

(3) A class 2 public library shall employ a director possessing at least a level 4 certificate. The director shall complete be-
ginning director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment.

This subrule does not apply to a director who has completed beginning director training prior to his or her appointment as a
director.

Rule 43.

(3) A class 3 public library shall employ a director possessing at least a level 3 certificate. The director shall complete be-
ginning director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment.

This subrule does not apply to a director who has completed beginning director training prior to his or her appointment as a
director.

Rule 44.

(3)A class 4 public library shall employ a director possessing at least a level 2 certificate. The director shall complete be-
ginning director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment and complete advanced director training within 2
years of initial appointment.

This subrule does not apply to directors that have completed beginning director and advanced director training prior to their
appointment as a director.

Rule 45.

(3)A class 5 public library shall employ a director possessing a level 1 certificate. The director shall complete beginning
director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment and complete advanced director training within 2 years of
initial appointment.

This subrule does not apply to directors that have completed beginning director and advanced director training prior to their
appointment as a director.

Rule 46.

(3)A class 6 public library shall employ a director possessing a level 1 certificate. The director shall complete beginning
director training within 1 year of initial directorship appointment and complete advanced director training within 2 years of
initial appointment.

This subrule does not apply to directors that have completed beginning director and advanced director training prior to their
appointment as a director.
